Using Bayville with Outdoor Experiences

Bayville can be used if you do not have the opportunity to take students to the Chesapeake Bay, but it can also be used to enhance and extend a trip to the Bay or other watershed experiences.  Here are a few suggested ways the interactives in Bayville can be used in conjunction with an outdoor experience:

 Students use BayLab to familiarize themselves with the tests and parameters they will encounter

Bay Experience

Students return and use BayQuest to find organisms they have found and to find organisms that would be found in other habitats

Students use Monsters to “put all the pieces together” and clarify what is possible and what determines who can live where.

Students use BayQuest to familiarize themselves with the organisms and habitats that exist throughout the Bay

Students use Meal Deal to familiarize themselves with predator prey relationships that exist.

Bay experience

Students use BayLab to reinforce the tests that have been conducted on the Bay.

Explore options for their own actions to restore the Bay.  See Chesapeake Champs examples and Taking Action Outdoors with Students to help develop an action project.

Students use H2O No! to familiarize themselves with the water cycle

Students use BayLab to familiarize themselves with water testing.
Learn about local issues that affect water quality

Take water quality measurements locally.
Students use BayQuest to learn about habitat requirements of various organisms.
